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cts. Indeed, a prerequisite for movement is the means for connectivity between
places, and yet for most respondents movement is often hindered by the lack of
appropriate infrastructure or mechanisms to enable them to move easily from one
place to another. For instance, for most wheelchair users, the discontinuous nature
of routeways is an ever present part of their daily lives
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
